Abstract: In recent years, within the framework of U.S.-China strategic competition, U.S. non-
governmental organizations (NGOs) have gradually become a new vehicle for the U.S. to advance
its policy of “using Taiwan to contain China.” Operating through a systematic model of layered
cooperation, these NGOs primarily employ public opinion shaping, social penetration, and the building
of international networks to intensify interference in Taiwan. By deeply embedding themselves
into Taiwan’s social governance structures, they dilute the One-China Principle and accelerate the
“internationalization” of the Taiwan question. Their infiltration methods are becoming increasingly
covert and island-wide, making the “Taiwan card” a more prominent tool for containing China
within the U.S. Indo-Pacific Strategy. In the future, the role and significance of American NGOs in
Washington’s Taiwan strategy are set to expand further. This not only exacerbates the complexity of
the situation across the Taiwan Strait but also highlights the U.S. strategic intent of employing “soft
containment” through non-governmental channels, posing a long-term challenge to cross-Strait relations
and regional stability. This necessitates vigilance and targeted countermeasures from the Chinese
mainland.
