New Trends in the Evolving Ideological Beliefs of Taiwan Youth
Lin Zhongwei

Abstract: For a long time, Taiwan youth have exhibited a distinct passive attitude toward issues
closely related to ideological beliefs, such as political party preference, stance on reunification or
“independence”, and policy orientation. This has rendered them more susceptible to manipulation by
the “Taiwan independence” forces, negatively impacting the political situation on the island, cross-
Strait relations, and Taiwan’s social development. Amidst significant changes in the current political
environment, social atmosphere, and economic conditions in Taiwan, the attitudes of Taiwan youth
toward these issues are showing a positive shift. As Taiwan youth’s awareness grows and the mainland
continues to progress, the misguided narratives promoted by “Taiwan independence” forces will
increasingly fail to stand up to the test of reality. The changes in the ideological beliefs of Taiwan youth
will have a more positive influence on maintaining peaceful and stable cross-Strait relations.
