The Shift in the Philippines” Taiwan-Related Policy

and Its Regional Security Implications

Yang Zhuojuan and Zheng Jian

Abstract: Since the Marcos Jr. administration took office, the Philippines” Taiwan—
related policy has shifted from “strategic ambiguity and restraint” to “limited inter—
vention. ” This shift is the result of a combination of internal and external factors.

Externally, the U.S. strategic adjustment, Japan “s strategic assertiveness, the
deepening of U. S. Japan—Philippines trilateral cooperation, and the Taiwan authori—
ties” courting efforts have collectively served as pulling factors. Internally, the Mar—
cos Jr. administration’s recalibration of its foreign strategy, as well as its use of the
“Taiwan card” to create linkages with the South China Sea issue and serve domestic
political power struggles constitute the internal driving forces. However, this policy
shift is also constrained by multiple factors, including the Philippines” economic ties
with China, its limited military capabilities, the unreliability of U. S. strategic cred-
ibility, structural limitations on Japan’s strategic influence, and the normative con-
straints of ASEAN, making its intervention limited and opportunistic. Nevertheless,

the shift in the Philippines” Taiwan—related policy has become a significant factor

disturbing the security and stability in China s neighborhood. It not only affects
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Cross-Strait peace and stability but also exacerbates its linkage with the South China
Sea and even the East China Sea issues, thereby impacting the ASEAN—centered re—
gional security framework and complicating the regional security environment.
